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The Capacity Building Mileage Programme was
launched by the Women’s Commission, the Open
University of Hong Kong and the Commercial Radio
in March 2004 to provide innovative and flexible
learning opportunities for women. Courses are
taught mainly through radio broadcast, with
supplementary learning activities and face-to-face
courses. During the first six years, the Programme
has attracted over 35,000 enrolment and over 70
NGOs and women organisations had taken part in
offering face-to-face courses.
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The Commission has adopted a three-pronged
strategy to achieve its mission

Provision of Enabling Environment

e prepare the Gender Mainstreaming Checklist and
promote application by Government

e review policies and services relating to women

* monitor the implementation of CEDAW and BPFA

e commission studies and surveys relating to women

Empowerment of Women

e launch the Capacity Building Mileage Programme
¢ enhance women’s participation in Government advisory and statutory bodies
e promote nurturing caring families

e enhance women's safety and eliminate domestic violence

Public Education

e raise gender awareness of the public and reduce gender stereotyping through
public education and publicity programmes

e organise conferences, exhibitions and activities, etc. to enhance society’s concern
on gender issues

The Commission also works closely with different sectors, including local and
international organisations, to further promote the development of women in Hong
Kong. Through developing partnership with District Councils, the Commission aims
to promote women development at the community level.
