To equip adults with daily living skills, the Adult Education Subvention Scheme
(“AESS”) provides subvention to non-government organisations to operate basic informal
adult education courses.

Eligible courses that may be considered for subvention under AESS are as
follows —

(@) Basic Chinese Literacy Course;
(b)  Basic Putonghua Courses;
(c) Basic English Literacy Courses;
(d) Basic Computer Courses;

(e)  General Education Courses;

()  Courses of Social, Moral and Family Education;

(g) Reorientation Courses for New Arrivals and Ethnic Minorities; and

(h)  Special Education Courses.

The enrolment requirements for individual course types and other details are set
out at Annex.
